4. REFORESTATION AND SUSTAINABLE LIVELIHOODS RESPONSE FOR

REFUGEES IN KENYA

The main objective of this project proposal is to support refugee population and hosting

communities in Kenya by improving access to sustainable livelihoods and environmental recovery.

The project will contribute to the restoration of degraded natural areas in the Kakuma and Dadaab

camp complex by supporting access to the right to a healthy environment for 413,561 refugees and

host communities.

To this end, the strategy followed in this proposal proposes the establishment of green belts and

orchards in the fields of Dadaab and Kakuma. In the green belts, native trees will be planted for

the production of pasture/fodder, construction material and firewood. Various species of fruit trees

will also be planted in the orchards for income generation.

With a contribution of € 40,000, it would be possible to support with 8 irrigation systems, 2,000 fruit

tree seeds and drought resistant and 200 kits of agricultural tools.
